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Local Audacity Manager Program 

Purpose 
The Local Audacity Manager (LAM) program facilitates the transfer of files to a host PC from a 
Smartphone/PDA running the Audacity Digital Voice Recorder (DVR) software (via HotSync for the 
Palm or ActiveSync for the Pocket PC), the Audacity Telephone Access Module (TAM), an Audacity 
Sled unit, other removable drive containing Audacity files, or other digital recording device. 
Depending on the options selected, the files may be E-mailed to a specified destination, E-mailed to 
a transcription service, transferred to a server on a LAN, sent via FTP to a remote site, or simply 
transferred to the host PC for local processing. LAM may be licensed for a single author or for 
multiple authors in increments of five. 

Processing Hierarchy 
Many of the setup screens have what appears to be identical information, however the way in which 
this information is applied to the processing of files varies according to the processing hierarchy. 
When a file is received for processing, the AWI (Audacity Wav Information) file is first examined for 
author, disposition, and delivery (E-mail or FTP) information. If it is found, the AWI file is used to 
determine the handling of the file. If any needed information is missing, the Author Settings are used 
to determine processing. In the event that neither the AWI file nor the Author Settings contain the 
required information the Folders Settings are used. In the event required information is not supplied 
in any of the mentioned areas an error message is posted. If the information exists in multiple 
locations as described above, then priority is given first to the AWI file, second to the Author 
Settings, and finally to the Folder Settings. Once the needed processing information is located, lower 
priority settings are ignored. 

Installation and Setup 
To install the program, run the setup.exe file that you have downloaded. Before transferring files from 
a PDA, an Audacity Sled, removable drive containing Audacity files, or other Audacity enabled 
application, to your PC, you should set up the Local Audacity Manager program. (You should also 
already have configured the author name on the Audacity recordings source device). Refer to the 
section Processing Hierarchy to better understand the relationship of the various parameters. You 
must configure the Get Files From Folder and Put Files In Folder on the Folder Settings screen, and 
author specific information on the Author Settings screen. Failure to supply this information prior to 
attempting a file transfer may result in files being transferred to incorrect locations or not transferred 
at all. In the event that you attempt to transfer files without first having correctly configured the LAM 
program an entry will appear in the ERRORS.TXT file and an on-screen message will alert you that 
errors were encountered. If errors appear, make a note of the file name(s) and the reason for the 
error; you will then have to take corrective action manually. It is strongly recommended that you 
accept the default settings during installation. Once you have verified the operation of the LAM 
program feel free to change the settings to reflect your individual needs. 

To start the program double-click on the Local Audacity Manager icon on your PC desktop. This will 
launch Local Audacity Manager. 

Click on Manage. You will access a list of the various setup screens. These will be explained in detail 
below. 
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Main Screen 
The various options and 
controls available on the 
main screen are described 
below. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Folder Settings 
The Folder Settings screen is used to 
define various global settings. Paths 
shown in the screen-shot will be different 
for your installation. 

Removable Device Input 
Settings 
When using an Audacity Sled or other 
Removable Drive media containing 
Audacity files, the transfer parameters 
must be setup in Removable Device 
Settings. These settings are accessed 
from the Folder Settings screen. 

The detect device button can be used 
to determine which drive letter is 
assigned to an Audacity Sled (The 
transfer cable must be connected and 
the Audacity powered up) or other 
removable drive. The Local Audacity 
Manager program will remember the 
drive letter displayed at the time you 
execute a Save and Exit. If you assign 
a fixed drive letter through Windows, 
you can specify that drive letter here. 
The device must be online in order for 
files to be transferred. 

If you are using a removable device, 
make note of the drive letter and be 
sure to set up a folder (in Folder 
Settings) that points to this drive. 

The ‘Validate Device by checking for 
EDX files’ function performs a check to make sure that the files being transferred come from an 
Audacity Sled. If you want to allow removable drive sources other than an Audacity Sled to 
supply .wav files to this program, uncheck this box. 

The author subfolder and record / quickmemo folder options work the same as described under 
Author Settings (above). The Auto Transfer checkbox, when unchecked, disables the automatic 
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(upon connect) retrieval of files from a removable device. Files can still be retrieved by clicking 
the Get Files button on the main screen. 

Wireless Network Input 
If you have a network with either Bluetooth (for use with the Tungsten T series) or Wi-Fi (for use 
with the Tungsten C series), the Send command can be used to transfer the file via the wireless 
connection to the PC that is running the LAM. The IP address of the local PC will be displayed 
at the top of the Wireless Network Input configuration screen. The path shown on that screen is 
the location that the files will be sent to. 

Archive Folder Setup 
Files in the archive folder are automatically deleted after the specified number of calendar days 
based on the file date and current date. Setting this value to zero disables archive cleanup. 
Please note that the LAM program must be running at the time specified in order for this to 
work. 

Show Email Diagnostics 
Only check this box when directed to do so by technical support. 

Folder Settings - General 
Get Files From: - Enter the location of the incoming files in this box by using the Select button 
to navigate to the desired path. This should be the same as the destination path specified for 
the Palm or Pocket PC Audacity Conduit. (See Getting Files From a Smartphone/PDA later in 
this document). An initial folder setting is included with this parameter set to ‘C:\Program 
Files\AST\Incoming. 

Check This Folder On Startup: - Check this box if you want the LAM program to start 
checking for new files immediately upon launching. The initial folder setting has this option 
checked. 

Check This Folder Every ## Minutes – Select the period of time to wait between checks for 
new files. The initial folder setting has this value set to every 0 minutes which means that the 
auto-run feature is turned off. To run LAM manually, click the "Get Files" box on the LAM main 
screen. 
Auto Delete – Placing a checkmark here will delete the corresponding files in the ‘Get Files 
From:’ path after they have been automatically deleted from the originating device according to 
the delete per option settings. (delete per option settings are specified on the originating 
device). The initial folder setting leaves this checked. 

Put Files In: - Enter the location of the LAM output files in this box by using the Select button to 
navigate to the desired path. This must be different than the ‘Get Files From:’ setting. The initial 
folder setting has this value set to ‘C:\Program Files\AST\Recordings’. 

Use Subfolder Based On User Name 

Checking this box will cause retrieved files to be placed in a subfolder (to the Base Folder 
defined in Folder Settings) based on the author’s name. 

Use Subfolders For Record, QuickMemo, And Misc. Files Settings: - Checking this box will 
steer the output files to subfolders under the base folder, or base folder \ author, named 
\Record, \QuickMemo, and \Misc. Files originating in either Record or QuickMemo folders will 
go to their respectively named subfolders and all other source files will be sent to the \Misc 
folder. The initial folder setting leaves this unchecked. 

Audio Conversion Type– There are three choices, None, Auto, and User Selected. Thus 
setting affects the format of the file placed in the output folder. When �None� is selected the 
audio type is not changed. Selecting �Auto� will expand compressed files to a PCM file 
corresponding to the native compression sampling rate. �User Selected� offers a number of 
choices for the output format (choices available are controlled by the Windows installation and 
available codecs). If a file was recorded in a compressed format, it will be expanded before it is 
converted to the user-selected format. 
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If No AWI, use - If you are using LAM to process files that do not have an accompanying AWI 
file, you can define a processing option for those files here. If you check E-mail the files will be 
sent to the Transcription Service E-mail address defined on the E-mail tab of the folder settings 
screen. Checking FTP will send the files to the FTP site defined on the folder settings FTP tab. 
If you select none, files without a matching AWI file will not be processed. Files that are 
processed will be placed in a folder named Unknown Author. 

If entering information for a single path click Save and Exit, otherwise click Save and then New to 
enter the next path setup. When you are done click Save and Exit. If you need to delete an existing 
path, select the path in the display window by clicking anywhere on its line and then click the Delete 
button followed by Save. 

Folder Settings – E-mail and FTP 
See the section under Author Settings for a description of the various parameters. These 
settings will be used if they have not been specified in either the AWI file or the Author Settings. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Author Settings 
Select Author Settings from the Manage Menu to 
display the author setup screens. Information 
entered here has priority over settings made under 
Folder Settings. Note that there are three tabs, one 
for Author Output Settings, one for E-mail Settings, 
and one for FTP Settings. E-mail and FTP 
configuration can be skipped if you know that no 
files are to be transferred from the PC via these 
methods. 

One author is supported per Palm device, however 
the Local Audacity Manager program may be used 
to process files from several Audacity Recording 
sources (in the single author version only one 
author is supported). Enter the author’s name (as 
specified in the Audacity application that created 
the files) in the field provided. 

Output files are transferred to the Put Files In 
Folder (Base Folder) specified in Folder Settings. 

Author Settings - General 
Use Subfolder Based On User Name 

Checking this box will cause processed files to 
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be placed in a subfolder (to the Base Folder defined in Folder Settings) based on the author’s 
name. 

Use Subfolders For Record, QuickMemo, And Misc. Files Settings: - Checking this box will 
steer the output files to subfolders under the base folder, or base folder \ author, named 
\Record, \QuickMemo, and \Misc. Files originating in either Record or QuickMemo folders will 
go to their respectively named subfolders and all other source files will be sent to the \Misc 
folder. The initial folder setting leaves this unchecked. 

Decryption – Checking this box will decrypt incoming files before further processing. The 
default setting is on. If you are sending files from a given author via E-mail or FTP and you want 
the files to remain encrypted at the receiving end, you should uncheck this box so that the files 
will be transferred in encrypted form. 

Audio Conversion Type – There are three choices, None, Auto, and User Selected. This 
setting affects the format of the file placed in the output folder. When �None� is selected the 
audio type is not changed. Selecting �Auto� will expand compressed files to a PCM file 
corresponding to the native compression sampling rate. �User Selected� offers a number of 
choices for the output format (choices available are controlled by the Windows installation and 
available codecs). If a file was recorded in a compressed format, it will be expanded before it is 
converted to the user-selected format. 

Delete Output Files With Input Files – When this option is checked, files that are deleted by 
LAM from the Input Folder(s) will also be deleted from the output folder. You must be logged in 
as an administrator to set this option. 

Author Settings – E-Mail and FTP 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Click on the E-mail Settings tab to specify E-mail settings for this author. When using the Multi-
author version, if you know that most authors’ files transferring to this PC are destined to be E-
mailed to the same transcription service you may find it easier to leave this field blank on the 
Author Settings screen and fill in the transcription service E-mail address under Folder E-mail 
Settings. 

Click Save, then click New to add an additional author (Multi-author version only). You may 
remove an author from the list by selecting the name and pressing Delete. When you are done 
click Save and Exit. 

If your SMTP service requires you to log on, check the Authenticate box and fill in the user 
name and password. 
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If you check the E-mail Override box and the AWI file contains an e-mail address in the e-mail 
field, then the file will be delivered to that e-mail address and not sent according to the action 
specified when the file was created. 

Click on the FTP Settings tab to provide author specific, FTP information. If no entry is is made 
for the FTP host the Folder FTP settings will be used in accordance with the processing 
hierarchy. Fill in the fields according to their title. 

If you are using the E-mail to Transcription Service option you must fill in the e-mail address for 
the transcription service in the space provided. You may also send files to an additional address 
or to a blind address by filling in the appropriate boxes. 

In the Def Subject, box fill in the subject that you want displayed in the e-mail sent via LAM. 

The E-mail Tag box will allow up to 8 lines of text that can be included in the message portion of 
the e-mail sent by LAM. 

View FTP Site 
Click on the View FTP site button to 
connect to the FTP site. You may also 
use this screen to manually transfer a 
file via the �Send Files� button. In the 
event a connection times out you may 
click on the �Connect� button to re-
connect. 

Double-click on a directory to navigate 
to that directory. Double click on .. to 
move up one level. Right-clicking an 
entry will provide additional functions. 

FTP settings may be left blank if you 
know that no files are to be transferred 
via FTP. 

 

 

 

Security Settings 
By default security is turned off. To enable security you must login from 
the Manage, Login menu choice. The default administrative password 
is 123. It is strongly recommended that you change this password once 
you have logged in. To change the password, select Security Settings 
from the Manage menu. Click on the name you want to modify the 
password for, and then click on change. From here you can change the 
password and also change the access rights. There are two levels of 
user rights, Administrator and User. Only administrators can turn 
security on or off, add, delete, modify rights of users, or change 
passwords. Those with �User� rights can only login and use the 
program. You can either logout from the menu or else you will be 
automatically logged out after 10 minutes. 
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Registration Screen 
From the Manage menu select Registration Settings 
to reach this screen. 

To obtain a valid registration code you must contact 
support@audacityaudio.com. The  registration code is 
based on the install ID generated at the time of 
installation. You will be supplied with a registration 
code that you enter here. Once the registration code 
has been entered, the Trial Software message will be 
removed from the bottom of the main screen. Please be sure to obtain and enter this information 
before the trial period ends. 

Connecting an Audacity Sled to the PC 
The Audacity Sled is connected to the PC by a special (supplied) cable. The single ended portion of 
the cable plugs into the base of the Audacity Sled. The two USB connectors at the other end of the 
cable connect to two USB ports on the PC. One port is used to transfer files between the Audacity 
and the PC, the other to allow the Palm to HotSync with the Palm Desktop. If you are using Windows 
98 see the note below regarding USB device drivers. Windows ME, Windows 2000, and Windows 
XP do not require any special drivers to be installed. For all versions make sure the USB ports are 
enabled in the PC CMOS setup (if you have other USB devices that are working then you know they 
are already enabled). 

Special Note for Windows 98 
You must be running service release two or later, or Windows 98SE, and you must install the 
necessary USB device drivers. To install the drivers, connect the Audacity (powered on) to the 
PC via the supplied cable. After a few seconds Windows will announce it has found a new 
device and will prompt you for the location of the drivers. If you selected the default locations 
during installation of the Local Audacity Manager program, you will find these drivers in  

C:\Program Files\AST\USB Drivers for Windows 98 

If you are not prompted, then either the drivers have already been installed or the USB port is 
not enabled. 

Getting Files From An Audacity Sled or Removable Drive 
With the LAM program running, connect the Audacity Sled (with power on) or removable drive. The 
LAM program will automatically detect the connection and proceed to transfer files. See Removable 
Device Settings above. 

Getting Files From a Pocket PC Smartphone or PDA 
Files are transferred to the PC during a normal Sync process. The files will be placed in the following 
folder on the PC--C:\Program Files\Audacity Professional DVR PPC\Incoming. The files will then 
appear in the same folder structure as found on the handheld. 

The LAM through the conduit handles the deleting of the files from the handheld at the time specified 
using the Delete Option on the handheld. It works the same as explained in the Palm section above. 

Using the Local Audacity Manager Program 
After installing the Local Audacity Manager program and setting the initial parameters as detailed 
above, you are ready to put it to work. Start by double-clicking the Local Audacity Manager icon on 
your desktop. This will open to the main screen. The large window on this screen will display the 
status and progress of the transfer operation. If you did not set the option to ‘Check Folder every xx 
Minutes’ you will have to click the Get Files button or wait for the ‘Check This Folder Every xx 
Minutes’ time to elapse to start retrieving files from folders. From that point on, the ‘Check Folders 
every xx Minutes’ setting will automatically continue looking for new files. 

If using an Audacity Sled, make sure it is powered on and then connect it to the PC (see connecting 
to the PC above). In a few seconds you will see a line in the status window detailing each transfer 
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operation. When the entire process has completed, a message will appear in the status window 
stating ‘Transfer Completed’. If you unchecked Auto Sync under the Removable Drive Settings, you 
will have to click Get Files to start the transfer process. 

If errors occur during the transfer operation they will be added to the ERRORS.TXT file, and a 
message will appear above the Exit button on the main screen to alert you to their existence. This 
message is cleared when you select View Error Log from the View Menu. The nature of the problem 
and the associated filename are reported. Common errors include missing delivery information such 
as no E-mail address, a missing E-mail or FTP host address, missing author name, etc. Make a note 
of the errors. If the errors pertain to LAM setup parameters make the necessary adjustments. If the 
errors are due to missing file information such as author name or E-mail to Address, notify the 
person who created the file so that they may make the necessary corrections. In either case the files 
will have to be resubmitted for proper processing. 

The file ERRORS.TXT is cleared whenever you launch the LAM program or when you invoke a 
manual �Get Files� via the �Get Files� button. You may also manually clear the file from the menu. If 
you need to retain the information, copy the contents of the ERRORS.TXT file to a new document 
before it is cleared. 

Standard format keyboard shortcuts have been implemented throughout the LAM application. To use 
these shortcuts simply type ALT + the underlined shortcut letter If the desired action is imbedded in a 
sub-menu, add the additional underlined sub-menu choice to the keyboard sequence. i.e. to access 
the Author setup screen from the main screen type ALT + M then A. 

Files that were unable to be sent are moved to a folder named �Files Unable To Send� located under 
the output folder. The button on the main screen indicates how many WAV files are in the folder and 
provides a way to view the contents of the folder. Note that the folder will also contain the associated 
AWI files. 

PC Host Files Screen 
At the bottom left of the main screen you will 
find a button labeled ‘PC Host Files’. Clicking 
on this button will open another window that 
allows you to view the filenames and locations 
of the files that have been transferred to the 
PC. 

Clicking on a column heading will sort the 
display based on the column you clicked, 
clicking again will reverse the order. You can 
navigate to other folders by clicking the ‘Up 1 
Level’ button and then double-clicking on the 
folder you want. 

Selecting View and then Log from the main 
screen displays a log of all the files processed 
by the Local Audacity Manager program 
including E-mail and FTP transfers. 

The Find Author window is a quick method of 
locating files associated with a particular author. 
You may either use the pull-down menu to select the author, or type the first few characters of the 
author’s name in the window; the display will automatically jump to the base folder for the author 
chosen. Do not rely on the information displayed in the ‘Find’ window to determine your current 
location as navigating through the folder tree can change it. The Folder column shows the actual 
location at all times (If the full filename is not visible, hover the mouse pointer over the folder name 
and a pop-up tool tip will reveal the full path). If the filename shown does not have a file extension 
then the name displayed is that of a folder; double-click on the folder to access the files stored within. 
Clicking on a filename will play that file if the Auto Play option has been enabled. If Auto Play has not 
been enabled you may click on the file name and then click the Play button to listen to the file. If you 
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right-click on a filename you will have other options available. One of these options is the ability to E-
mail or transfer via FTP a file to a destination you supply. 

The Status column displays the current status of the associated file when the Audacity Transcriber 
program is used on the same LAN or PC and share a common file storage path. 

The Text File column indicates the existence of a Rich Text Format (RTF) file when such file has 
been created by a transcriptionist using the Audacity Transcriber program with a shared file location.

Upon such termination you agree to destroy the Software and documentation, together with all 
copies and merged portions in any form. 

Governing Law 

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws applying in the State of Florida as such laws are 
applied to agreements entered into and to be performed entirely within Florida between Florida 
residents. The conflicts of laws principles of such laws and the United Nations Convention on 
Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (1980) are hereby excluded in its entirety from 
application to this License Agreement. 

Severability 

In the event any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the 
validity, legality and enforceability of any of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be affected 
or impaired and a valid, legal and enforceable provision of similar intent and economic impact shall 
be substituted therefore.
